More specifically, the most recent report card shows several areas of strength for CCLCS:  
 
❖​ We continue to outperform the state level average for MCAS in all assessed content 

areas. 
❖​ Our annual student growth percentages from 20/21 to 21/22 were higher than the state 

level averages in all content areas.  
❖​ CCLCS ranks at a higher academic level than 63% of all Massachusetts middle schools.  

 
We are very proud of our student performance and believe that our kids will continue to grow 
and thrive academically this year and beyond. This data helps us to shape a more proactive and 
action-oriented set of goals for our academic program. We will continue to look at the data 
provided to us by the state as well as our own internal information to determine areas in need of 
improvement and to develop plans that help us to meet our academic goals.
